Why do we need an AGM?
We are a registered charity and are therefore governed by a constitution. 
Changes in Committee
The following changes in committee were approved: 
Charlotte Harvey was voted in as Treasurer unanimously (5 in favour, 0 opposed).
Frances Gill was voted in as Secretary unanimously (5 in favour, 0 opposed).  
It was also agreed Felicity Burgin will potentially take over as Socials lead. The Grants Officer position is currently vacant; this is a key position so finding someone to fill this is a priority. There are lots of funding opportunities available and ParentKind has a paid for platform ‘Grants for Schools’ which also showcases various opportunities. There are also positions available on the funding committee which meet every half term. Caroline has been PTA chair for 3 years but is open to someone else taking this position next year. 
PTA Objectives 25/26
Our objectives for this coming year are:
1. Enhance our children’s learning by fundraising for new resources and activities.
2. Bringing families together through fun, inclusive events
3. Support school in creating a positive and nurturing environment
4. Encourage more parents and carers to get involved in PTA activities – no commitment is too small!
5. Strengthen communication between parents, staff and the wider community
The first PTA Newsletter went out in school bags to parents and careers on Friday, which included an events calendar and a link to the easyfundraising app. Rebecca agreed a banner advertising easy fundraising app could be placed outside classrooms on a rolling basis. 
Financial update
Charlotte has registered for GiftAid which means that 25% can be claimed back on purchases which are made via the app, ‘Wonderful’. The payment system has also been moved from Zettle to SumUp as it has lower fees which should result in some savings. Caroline advised that the bank account has now changed so we will be charged to pay in cash so anywhere payment can be collected virtually is beneficial. 
There were 13 events over the last year, which raised a total £4208 (not including easyfundraising cashpot 4 schools and Gift Aid). There were also £6523 of funding requests grants made including residential school bus, easter eggs, hall lighting and sound system, ice cream truck. There is approximately £5000 in the account.  
Ambitions for 25/26
Rebecca’s ambitions for 25/26 are to enhance the outdoor environment and play opportunities for all pupils ensuring every child has access to engaging, imaginative and active play experiences that support their physical, social and emotional development. This would include:
1. Zoned Play Areas – create a variety of play zones to meet different needs and interests such as: 
a) Creative and imaginative play – dressing up, small world toys (e.g. cars, dinosaurs, dolls) 
b) and role play props.
c) Construction and loose parts play – crates, guttering, planks, tyres and den-building materials to encourage teamwork and creativity. 
d) Quiet and calm zones – areas for reading, drawing and mindful activities for children who prefer less active play. 
e) Active zones – promoting movement, climbing, balance and teamwork through updated field and playground equipment.
2. Sand Play – new tuff trays and large tyres for sand and digging areas with spades, rakes and diggers. 
3. Forest School and Outdoor Learning Hub – Replace the existing boat structure with a multi-purpose outdoor building. 
4. Updating and replacing equipment
There is also a future ambition to explore the possibility of having a Temporary Swimming pool for 2-3 weeks to enable students to have swimming lessons on-site. However this would require a 3 phase electricity supply which could cost about £3k but possibly could get a grant for some of this. Rebecca to investigate costs.
